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The planning is square from bottom gradually in descending order
to the top resembling a pyramid which is considered to be a perfect
shape. The walls have doors - windows and elaborated stucco
facade in Thai architectural style. The top of chedi is round, neat,
and uncomplicated shape, while still maintains the beauty of Thai
architecture.
