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Guidelines for Ancient Market Community Revitalization with Sustainable Tourism

Promotion : A Case Study of Chum Saeng’s 100-Year-Old Market
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Abstract

This study aims to realize that the conservation of Chum Saeng’s 100-Year-Old Market has
historical and cultural significance to offer suggestions for a development plan for Chum Saeng'’s 100-
year-old market. To revitalize the community economy and be the guidelines for the Physical
Environment inheritance of Chum Saeng’s 100-year-old market not to gradually disappear. Based on
this purpose, three research tools were adopted for data collection which includes 1) questionnaire
2) interview, and 3) observation. These research tools permitted this present study to attain both
quantitative and qualitative data. Following the data collection, statistical analysis of the data has been
taken to interpret the needs of residents, customers, and the activities provided at Chum Saeng’s
100-year-old market.

The results of this study revealed that revitalization with sustainable tourism promotion: a case
study of Chum Saeng’s 100-Year-Old Market has merchants, people, and tourists answer the
questionnaire. The respondents further implied that they were satisfied with services ranging from an
average to a high level, especially with regard to market services, Chum Saeng’s 100-year-old market’
community involvement, cultural value appreciation, and management. However, the respondents
gave an average satisfaction for supporting staff and public relations. The respondents also
demonstrated that they have the least satisfaction in using services at the old market due to insufficient
car parking area and limited products in the market.

Based on the results, shown guidelines for ancient market community revitalization with
sustainable tourism promotion: A case study of Chum Saeng’s 100-Year-Old Market such as
1) organizing a wider range of activities and such activities should covey the unique physical and
cultural features of Chum Saeng’s 100-year-old market. Offering alternative choices for tourists’
attractions is believed to increase the number of visitors into the old market leading to a better
stimulation of the economy at Chum Saeng’s 100-Year-Old Market. 2) organizing activities that revive
the way of life. Water travel should be initiated to present cultural tourism both in Chum Saeng District
and nearby areas. Activities such as boat trips to see the beautiful nature on both sides of the Nan
River, visiting self-sufficient businesses of Chum Saeng people, or boat trips to pay homage to the
Buddha, etc. and 3) future studies in this area should be conducted for an in-depth analysis to determine
the potential areas for conservation and development. As a point of significance, there should be
encouragement to communities, public agencies, and private sectors to get involved in improving and

upgrading the tourism of Chum Saeng’s 100-year-old market.
